The auditor’s report states that during the financial year 1999/2000 we had an operating result of $8598 excess of expenditure over income.  There were two reasons for this.  The first was that for administrative reasons, notices of membership dues were not sent out for several weeks prior to June 30 2000.  The second was that, in order to avoid unnecessary payment of GST, our journal publisher invoiced us before June 30 instead of during July, when the payment would normally have been due (this account was in fact paid during July, so at no point was the Society overdrawn).
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
