MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting of 18th November, 1977 were
received and passed.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

1. Dr. Bartholomew reported that he had had
discussions with Dr. Schmalzbach about amalgamation of the
respective Journals but that Dr. Schmalzbach was not at all
interested in that proposition.

2. Contact was established with the New Zealand
organizing committee for Section 29 of ANZAAS in January
1979. A1l members were circulated with details from that
Committee. Some regret was expressed that the programme
was heavily weighted with New Zealanders, little chance being
given to others to participate. It was decided that in
future an Executive member of this Society should be a
member of the Section Organizing Committee. It was further
decided that the ANZAAS Secretariat should be informed that
as this Society initiated the Section at the Congress, it
should be involved in its planning. Moreover, it was agreed
that a representative of the relevant Organizing Committee
should be invited to future Executive meetings.

MEMBERSHIP REPORT

The Secretary reported that membership stood at 261 a nett
loss of 20 since last November. There had been seven formal
resignations, 3 deaths (Mr. Justice Newton, A.R. Whatmore
and G.G. Armstrong), and 42 members lost through non-payment
of subscription or return of communication.
